STREET TRADING LICENCE/CONSENT

Further to your enquiry please find enclosed our general information pack, which explains the Street Trading Scheme, along with the differences between a consent and a licence, and an application form.  

If you wish to apply, please complete the enclosed application form and return it with the fee of £344, together with all the relevant documentation. Cheques should be made payable to ’Waveney District Council’. Alternatively a card payment can be made by telephoning 01502 523619. If there is something missing then the whole application will be returned to you.

Once the complete application has been received consultations with Environmental Services, Planning, the Police, all Councillors and the Highways Section at Suffolk County Council will take place and therefore the application may take at least 28 days to process.

If you wish to trade in any of the market towns (Beccles, Bungay, Halesworth, Southwold then you must first apply to the appropriate Town Council. Once you have received their approval you should then make full application to us.

If you are proposing to trade from Waveney District Council owned land, (i.e. Lowestoft or Southwold  Promenade) then you must also obtain a property/ land licence before making your application to us. The Land Licences are dealt with by the Asset Management Team and you would need to contact them direct on (01502) 532356.

All applications must be accompanied by;

·  the fee

·  a location plan clearly showing the location of the pitch

·  one photograph of the vehicle or stall

·  a copy of the current Certificate of Insurance for Public Liability (minimum £5 million)
· Confirmation  you have contacted our planning department and obtained any planning permission necessary or confirmed with them that planning permission is not required 

· On land other than the highway, a copy of the permission of the landowner.

· If applicable, confirmation of approval from the appropriate Town Council

In addition if you are planning to use a motorised catering unit (eg ice cream van) you will also need to provide

· Vehicle registration certificate

· Proof of MOT

· Proof of vehicle insurance – specifically business use

· Driving licence for all prospective drivers

If you intend to sell food or drink you will also need to register as a food business, this can be done on line at www.eastsuffolk.gov.uk/business/foodsafety, and have a written food management system as well as food hygiene training. Information is available on the Food Standard Agency’s website or for further advice please contact the Council’s Food and Safety Team on (01502) 562111 at least 28 days before trading commences. However if you catering unit is normally kept outside the Waveney area you will need to register with the relevant local authority for that area.
