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	Preliminary Assessment of Sites for Contamination Procedure 

	1. Purpose 

To provide a framework on how to consider site contamination prior to work commencing, to contribute to the sustainability of development projects. 



	2. Scope

This applies to all site development and improvement works undertaken by Lowestoft Town Council.



	3. Responsible Staff

The allocated Project Lead will have day-to-day responsibility for the implementation of this procedure, reporting to the Town Clerk.



	4. Required actions prior to work commencing

a. Any areas of contaminated land must be identified from existing or new environmental investigations data to enable safe management or disposal.

b. Risk assessments and method statements must be prepared.
c. Health and Safety and environmental laws must be complied with.
d. Advice must be obtained from the local authority environment officer and/or a suitable environmental consultant on management of the contamination, particularly where hazardous material is involved and in deciding on removal or containment.

e. The method of containment of any stored contaminated materials must prevent any escape including of dust and leachate and must be secure from trespass.

f. Disposal must be by licensed carriers to licensed sites, in accordance with the Duty of Care and in accordance with Permitting Regulations and other legislation.

g. All personnel must be made aware of their responsibilities to prevent contaminated land causing further pollution and of the related emergency procedure should such contamination occur.

h. All contractors and sub-contractors must comply with this procedure.
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
